The following ministries do not have

specific sign-ups, but a selection process.

AUDIT TEAM: Those responsible for checking all the church

financial records on a yeatly basis. Adults.

COUNTING TEAM: These teams work in conjunction

with the financial secretary to count the offerings and balance
reports. Adults: serving weekly on alternate months.

INVESTMENT TEAM: Provides recommendations to the

Finance Team concerning investment opportunities for the Endow-
ment Fund. Adults: meet 3-5 times/year for a 3-year term.

MISSION TEAM: Those who have a passion for missions,

both near and far. Adults and youth: meeting approximately 8-10
times/year and serving for a 3-year term.

NETWORK TEAM: This team is responsible for nominating

and filling leadership positions in the church. Adults and youth:
meet approx. 4-6 times per year and serve for a 3-year term.

STAFF-PARISH RELATIONS TEAM: This is the
ministry that is the support system for the pastors and staff as well
as the liaison between the laity and the pastors. Adults and youth:
meet approximately 6-8 times/year and serve for a 3-year term.

PRAISE TEAM: Provides music through voice and instru-
ments for the Contemporary Worship Service at 11:00 a.m. Sun-
days. Adults: weekly rehearsals.

PRAYER MINISTERS: Pray throughout the church build-
ing BEFORE each Worship Service as well as pray DURING the
Worship Celebrations. Adults: serve one week a month.

TRUSTEE TEAM: Responsible for the care of all church

owned buildings and property. Adults: meet approximately 10
times/year; projects ongoing throughout the year. Serve for a 3-year
term

Acolytes: Those who symbolically bring the light of Christ into
the 8:30 am Worship Service and help with other parts of wor-
ship. Children: grades 3-5 serve in teams of 2 once/month.

Auxiliary Mission Team: Those willing to help the Mission
Team with collections, packing and other administrative duties.
Adults and youth serve as needed.

Blood Pressure: To provide the congregation with the oppot-
tunity to keep track of their blood pressure on a monthly basis.
Adults serve several times throughout the year, depending on
the size of the team.

Cable TV: Those who are responsible for the taping of “Sharing
With Yon,” our TV show on the local cable station. Adults and
youth (grades 9-12) serve 1 time/month September—June.

Child Care: Those who are willing to interact and care for the
youngest of our church family (0-4 years) during Worship Ser-
vices, & occasionally for special events. Adults and youth serve
once/month.

Children’s Church-Godly Play: Teachers and assistant
teachers who instruct & lead our children in worship during the
sermon time. Adults and youth serve 1/month.

Children’s Ministry Team: Those with a passion for chil-
dren and will work with the Director of Children’s Ministry in
planning and implementing ministries & activities for children
ages birth—o6th grade. Adults meet every other month and
serve as needed.

Communion Stewards: Those who prepare the Communion
elements for our Worship Services. Adults serve 2-4
times/yeat, depending on size of team.

Drama Team: Those who desire to be used by the Lord in the
creative art of Drama, as actors or technical persons, to visual-
ize God’s Word & to enhance the Worship experience. Adults,
youth & children meet twice a month and serve as needed.

Ecumenical Ministry Team: Those with a heart to encout-
age the growth and maturity of our church family by working
and worshipping with other churches in Johnstown to bring
about unity in Christ’s church. Adults and youth serve as
needed.

Food Pantry: Those who can help pack groceries for those in
need. Adults and youth serve 2-3 times/yeat.

Funeral Dinners: Those who help to prepare and serve a din-
ner at the church to bereaved families on the day of the funeral.
Adults serve as needed.

Greeters: Those who greet people as they enter the church for
Worship Services, in an inviting and friendly manner, All ages
serve on a team once/month.

Health Ministry Team: Those who are dedicated to pro-
moting the wellness of our congregation through educational
opportunities. Adults meet several times throughout the year.

Helping Hands: Those who primarily help with office work,
i.e. mailings, stuffing bulletins, answering phones, etc. adults
serve as needed and your schedule allows.

Hospitality: Those who prepare light refreshments, and occa-
sionally light meals, for various church functions. Also bakers
for fellowship time and other special occasions. Adults and
youth serve as needed.

Prayer Chain: Those willing to pray daily for the needs of our
church family, community and the world. Adults serve by calling
the prayer line daily or receiving the requests by email and pray-
ing for those needs.

Prayer Ministers: Those with the spiritual gift of interces-

members desiring prayer. Adults serve at either service. Adults
setve at one service/month & possibly special services.

Shut-In Visitation Servants: Those who are willing to be in
a 1-1 relationship with a shut-in or others needing help. Adults
serve by visiting monthly and making other contacts as needed.

Screen Ministry: Those who operate the multi-media screen &
PowerPoint/Easy Worship presentations, primatily for Worship | | | | | |
Services. Adults and youth (grades 9-12) serve once/month

Secret Friends: Those who are willing to support our College
Students and Military Personnel through letters, care packages, etx. | | | | |
so that they know their church family hasn’t forgotten them. Adults

and youth (grades 9-12) serve usually 1-2 times/month.

Small Group Ministry: This offers multiple opportunities:
Those who desire to fellowship with other believers in a suppor- | | | | | |
tive atmosphere where they can mature in their faith; those who
would like to lead a small group; and those who would like to
open their home to host a small group. Adults and youth meet
as determined by individual small groups.

Sound Ministry: Those who operate the sound system primar-
ily for Worship Services.
