“...that they might be with him and that he might send them out to preach.”—Mark 3:14b
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The Call to become is a call to learn—

e Learn the way of Jesus (Matthew 11:28)

e Learn the way of S&Y\/L(‘/e (Mark 10:45)

e Learn the way of sacrifice (Mark 8:34-35)

Our Search for a calling...includes a

3. Call to Go.

“So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.”
—Exodus 3:10

e Promise of Anointing for the task. (Exodus 3:12, Matthew 28:20)
“...that he might send them out to preac and to have authority to drive out demons.”
—Mark 3:14b-15

e Allare called 24/7 to be a witness (Acts 1:8, Isaiah 6:8)

e Some are called to Full-time ministry. (Mark 1:17, Exodus 3:10)

How do | hear God’s Call?

e Classes (Disciple, Class 301—Shape, Spiritual Gifts Class)
e Pray, Listen, and Surrender
e Trial and error. Get in the game. Give it a shot.

e Get close to God, hear His Voice, and respond (1 John 1:7)
