1.  BY SINGING TO HIM 

 
“Sing out your thanks to Him; sing praises to our God…”            Psalm 147:7 (LB)

2.  BY TALKING WITH HIM

3.  BY LISTENING TO HIM 

 
“I am the good shepherd I know My own sheep, and they know Me… and they 
listen to My voice.”

4.  BY PUBLICALLY IDENTIFYING  WITH HIM 

 
“If anyone is ashamed of Me and My teaching then I will be ashamed of him when 
I come with the glory of My Father…”                                             Mark 8:38 (ICB) 

 

2 WAYS:  HOLY COMMUNION & HOLY BAPTISM 
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“After taking the cup, he gave thanks and said, ‘Take this and divide it among you. For 

I tell you I will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God 

comes.’ And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying, ‘This 
is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.’”                        Luke 22:17-19
