We love like Jesus by loving obediently.
1. Obediently

And he has given us this command: Whoever loves God must also love his
brother. —1 John 4:21

A New Command

“Dear friends, I am not writing you a new command but an old one, which you
have had since the beginning. This old command is the message you have heard.”
—1 John 2:7

“And this is his command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to
love one another as he commanded us.” —1 John 3:23

Made Complete

“But if anyone obeys his word, God's love is truly made complete in him.”
—1 John 2:5

“No one has ever seen God, but if we love one another, God lives in us and his
love is made complete in us.” —1 John 4:12
