1. Two Paths

Have Jesus and the Father—Christ in You, 1 John 2:23, Colossians 1:27

Jesus promises to acknowledge us
Before God, (Judge)—Matthew 10:32

Before Angels, (Agents of Judgment)—Luke 12:8
