2) to make a disciple, to teach, instruct

Voice — Active—we are the ones doing the action
Mood — Imperative—we are commanded to do it.

GO - TfOpEUOIJ(XL poreuomai

1) simply means to go.

TOPELOEVTEC

Tense — Aorist—undefined action,
Mood — Participle—Adverb that modifies the predicate (verb),

Baptize -BomtLlw baprizo
1) to dip repeatedly, to immerse,
2) to cleanse by dipping or submerging, to wash, to bathe
3) to overwhelm

Tense — Present—continued action,
Voice — Active—we are the ones doing the action
Mood - Participle—Adverb that describes the verb.
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Teach - 01600k W didasko

cause to learn, prolonged causative form of verb dao (to learn)
1) to teach, to be a teacher
2) to impart instruction, to instill doctrine into one

to explain or expound a thing, to teach one something
